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What is a Lay Worship Leader?

A Lay Worship Leader (LWL) is trained and authorised to assist in the
planning and leading of worship in the
parishes where they live.

The worship they lead will be as varied as the
pattern of worship in their parishes, from traditional
services like Matins and Evensong to fresh expressions
like Messy Church.

and ministry including leading worship where appropriate. We also
want anyone who leads worship, whether lay or ordained, to do it

excellently. With this in mind we offer training, commissioning and ongoing
support for Lay Worship Leaders so that they can feel confident in the
ministry that has been entrusted to them.

Receiving the Bishopds commis
recognised as a minister of the Diocese. Like Lay Pastoral
Assistants, Lay Worship Leaders are chosen by their incumbent
and PCC and minister under their direction.

What do Lay Worship Leaders do?

This will depend what services and acts of worship your
incumbent would like you to assist with, It may include:

Using music in worship

Exploring ways of opening up the Word of God
Leading services in a more missional context like
Cafe Church or OMessy

are three tried and tested ways of discerning if this is what
God is calling you to

Do you have a sense of inner call?
Is this call affirmed by others?
Is there a need for this ministry in your church?

Lay worship leaders also need to be:

Baptised and confirmed

1 Rooted and grounded in their local community, trusted by
those around them
1 Able to undertake an initial 10 session course of study and

engage in continuing ministerial development.
Prepared to work under the supervision of their incumbent
